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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

a — Preparation |

Flush out the pipework to remove any foreign matter.
The hot supply should be on the left when viewed from the front of the fitting.
b — Assembly |

— Assemble the threaded pivot (A) and the flexible hoses (B) at the spout (C).

— Introduce the spout (C) in the central hole of the wash basin, placing before the base ring (Q)
and then the rubber washer (D) between the ring (Q) and the wash basin.

Fix the spout (C) placing, before the shaped rubber washer (E) and then the half-moon plate (F) and

the lengthen nut (G).

Unscrew the cover valve (H) and extract the handle set (I). Unscrew the cap (L).

Assemble the valve body (M), placing before the nut and then the rubber washer.

Introduce the valve body (M) in the hole of the wash basin and fix it, placing before the o—ring

washer and then the cap (L).

Assemnble the handle set (1) screwing the cover vaive (H). ATTENTION: Be sure that the handie has no play.

} = Unscrew the cap (L) just to get in touch with the cover valve (H).

~ Lock the valve body (M) underside with the brass fixing nut.

ATTENTION

Maximum fixing nut torque value = 10 Ibf.ft.
— Repeat this procedure for the coid valve.

— Connect the side vaives (M) to the nozzle using the flexible hoses (B).

— Introduce the rod (N) in the spout (C).

Assemble the automatic pop—up waste (0). Introduce and fix it in the hole of the wash basin. Join
the vertical rod (N) to the horizontal rod (P) using the double connector.

— Connect hot and cold water supplies to side valve inlet.

— Ensure all connections are firmly tightened.

Turn on the Hot and Cold supplies to the faucet.

Maximum temperature for Hot water supply to the faucet is 145" F.
Minimum recommended pressure is 15 psi -
Check the instaliation carefully for leaks.

i further building work is to be carried out in the vici of the faucet, it should be covered to
prevent paint, adhesive, etc. from damaging the surface.

Maximum recommended pressure is 75 psi.

Care and use for finishes

Counltry Both Products ore oll outhenlic finishes thol hove not been cooled with any product.

After eoch use, pol lhe fixlure down Lo remove ony excess waler. This will prevent any waber
spotling or minerol bulld—up. Use only soft lquid scop ond woler to cleaon the swrfoce. Use o

soft brush to cleon any gops. Avoid any products thot howe emmonia or alcohol Bhe Windex,
409 or Fonbostik. These products con domoge the finish leaving block or white spols. Never use
an obrosive product like Softscrub, Comet, Ajox or Bon Ami.

For deep pol:'ihfng we recommend Brunc's Wax for all h'nishinqs.

Tuscon Bross is a living finish and hos no warranty. it will Bghten with use. To extend the life

of the finish, opply Bruno's Wox by potting it on, letting it dry ond potting it off. Mever rub or
bufi thiz finish.

All flexible hoses are designed and manufactured for use with water in exposed locations
only. Do not expose o household cleaners, chlorine, clonde, hydrochlonc acid or other
corrosive chemicals.

= Al connections with threads M10x1 male must be hand tighten. Do not over
tighten. Over tightening may cause damage to the hose.

All faucets washers and o-rings are designed and manufactured for use with water. Do not
expose o household cleaners, chlorine, cloride, hydrochloric acid or other corrosive
chemicals,

Faucets are designed for use with the tempratures and pressures listed below:
- minimum cold water supply 50 °F
- maximum hot water supply 145 °F
- mirimum pressure 15 psi
- maximum pressure 75 psi
= maximum fixing torque value = 10 Ibf.f.

Please note: The recommended best pressure for best performance is between 40 psi
and 60 psi. More pressure than 60 psi or less pressure than 40 psi may affect the diverting
action in side spray faucets.

Do not use any Rohl Country/ Nicolazzi faucet with sulphorous water.

The minimum temperature for all faucets is 50 degrees F. Below 50 degrees
F will void the warranty.

When available, filter systems must be placed between hot and cold supply
lines and the faucet, Improper use or non-use of filters may make diverting
faucets with hand sprays perform poorly.

Don't modify faucet and their components

Use only original spare parts if there are replacements to be crdered.
Installation must be made by authorized plumbers or installers. Improper
installation or diagnosis of problems is not covered by the warranty.

Yearly maintenance of cleaning and flushing is recommended.
